The above is second-level heading. Figures and tables in the text should be in order of need and should appear very close to where they were first referred. Do not past Tables. Figures or photos on hard copy of the paper. Either insert all of these electronically, send separate files for them or their hard copy of each. Please leave one space after each figure or table and type in a centered caption underneath each figure or table. A sample table is shown in Table 1. The final book text will have the dimensions of 6”(13.2cm) x9” (19.8 cm) in dimension. Considering a 20% reduction of the size, margins are shown in Figure 1. Figure captions are in italic. These margins are based on a US standard (8.5”x11”) paper size. For users of A4 papers, use proportionally larger margins to leave a space of 13.2 cm x 19.8 cm.

   Any reference to funding support or helpful consultation of others in the work can either be listed in narrative form here and/or used as footnotes on the first page or in the middle pages of your manuscript.
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5. REFERENCES use bold font 12
     The reference to published work within text should be numbered from Reference 1, used first all the way to the last reference. The referencing within text should be within a pair of square brackets [4]. Various types of reference materials are shown below:
