MINISYMPOSIUM ON SATISFICING MULTIAGENT AND CYBERLEARNING SYSTEMS

WORLD AUTOMATION CONGRESS- WAC2004

June 28, July 1, 2004. Seville, Spain 

INTRODUCTION: The advent of postindustrial economy led by the sector of intangibles (services, knowledge items, cultural goods) has revolutionized automation. Massive digitization and communication, withering away of the boundary between the real and the virtual, global scale convergence, interpenetration of cultural and economic spheres, instability of meaning and infinite play of signification, replacement of mass production by customization and personalization, widespread participation and empowerment, and omnipresent intelligence constitute some of the main trends in the new era. 2. Special Session on "MULTIAGENT SYSTEMS AND DISTRIBUTED ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE". (Chair: M.-R. Akbarzadeh).

3. Special Session on "PEDAGOGICAL TEXT SYSTEMS". (Chairs: Kambiz Badie, and Maryam Tayefeh Mahmoudi)

Prospective contributors should make their submissions either directly to the minisymposium or to the appropriate Special Session. Since several excellent contributions have already been received, the Special Sessions will be broken down into smaller subsessions (we will probably have six or seven sharply focused sessions the titles, chairs and co-chairs of which will be announced subsequently). There will also be an extended panel discussion consisting of an introduction, summing up reports by Special Session chairs, and exchange of ideas and comments by experts and WAC 2004 participants.
